Directions from United Kingdom to Chez
Rouchaud via Paris

Coming from Channel Tunnel: Head east first on the A16 towards Dunkerque for a couple of miles
first (should be signposted Paris). Turn off south onto the A26 autoroute. Pick up the A1 just after the
turn offs for Lens and Arras (after junction 7) and head south towards Paris. Keep following the A1 until
you get to the A3 just before Paris (after junction 6).

Calais Ferries: Pick up signs immediately for Paris and the A26 heading towards Reims and Paris. Pick
up the A1 just after the turn offs for Lens and Arras (after junction 7) and head south towards Paris.
Keep following the A1 until you get to the A3 just before Paris (after junction 6).

Dunkerque Ferries: Follow A25 from Dunkerque towards Lille. Just south of Lille, pick up the A1 heading
towards Paris. Keep following the A1 until you get to the A3 just before Paris (after junction 6).

All routes now converge.
Just after Charles de Gaulle airport (after going under the runway!) ensure you are in the inside lane,
as you will not want to head into central Paris! Follow signs for Bordeaux all the way around Paris.

Follow the A3 heading south and east around Paris. After junction 3 of the A3, get onto the A86 and
stay on this road, all the while making sure you still follow signs for Bordeaux. As you go past Paris Orly
airport (which is further around), you start picking up signs for Clermont-Ferrand and after being on the
ABA for 1 junction take the A10 heading south towards Clermont Ferrand / Orleans.

Just after junction 14 of the A10 near Orleans, turn onto the A71/E9 heading south towards Clermont
Ferrand. (may also be signed Limoges)

At junction 5 of the A71, turn onto the A20/E9 heading south towards Clermont-Ferrand / Limoges.

Come off the A20 at junction 33 (after almost bypassing Limoges on the east side), sign-posted Aixe
sure Vienne, Perigueux and Rochechouart. Go round the Limoges ring road (N520) a few junctions. Just
before you come to a right-hand bend, straight after going under the viaduct, get into left-hand lane to
turn left at traffic lights (signposted ' serrez a gauche pour Perigueux /Aixe sur Vienne) which goes onto
the N21 heading towards Aixe-sure-Vienne. Keep on the N21 straight through Aixe-sure-Vienne and
Sereilhac.

Approx. 2 miles after Sereilhac going up a long straight hill, turn right onto the D699 (this is signposted
‘ St Mathieu ‘). Go through lots of villages including Greuzaet, then Gorre (the road bends sharply to
the left when you go through Gorre village centre). Keep following signs for St Mathieu.

When you get to the crossroads, go straight over, staying on the D699. In the middle of Cussac, follow
the main road, which bears right at the top of the hill.

When you reach St Mathieu go straight through the village. Go past the church, the bakers, the post
office, then the fire station on your left.

Turn left at the next junction, which is the D87. Follow the road through Grateloube, then Les Thermes,
and Chez Rouchaud is the third hamlet.

Just after the sign for Chez Rouchaud, turn left into the hamlet, and we are the first house you see in
front of you on the right — the white one.
